Fr. Mike humarously recalled in a homily at Mary Seat of
Wisdom, where he was an Associate Pastor, that, upon
his ordination, his mather informed him that, while she
was very proud of his new status as a priest, she would
not be calling him “father,” and he was still expected to
take aut the garbage.

Fr. Mike also served in the Office of Divine Worship,
allowing him to deepen his knowledge of liturgy, of
which he was very proud,

In additian, Fr. Mike served as the Vicar for Deacons far
ten years. He loved working with the deacons and
building lasting relationships with them.

In his retirement, which he fondly like to say that he had
entered and left many times [owing to new
assignments), he continued te suppoart the parish,
celebrating sacraments, and attending parish and
vicariate events and meefings. He was passionate about
his priesthood and he was always ready to share his time
and priesthood with others.

Fr. Mike was a beloved priest and friend to ws.
He will be missed. We say goodbye until we join him
again. Untl then, like Fr. Mike, let us bring Christ's
light to the world
